SERVICE OF FRANCIS GRAY/GREY

“In 1637 three  years after the arrival of Leonard Calvert and his emigrants at St. Mary’s, he (Francis Grey) was
living at St. George’s Hundred, which he represented that year in the GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND.  He (Francis Grey)   continued to be elected annually till 1643, as the representative from St. George’s.  Reference: William and Mary College Quarterly Historical Magazine, Vol. XVII, 1903-1904,  p.267-

“Francis Gray, LIber 1, p. 222”  The Society’s list is mentioned in a suit....This was after the year of 1634, as reference to the preceeding page in Liber 1, shows that court had been held in August, 1634.   The author

concludes that Francis Gray had come to Maryland after 1634.  [DOCUMENT 4]
